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Abstract

This study addresses the forms in which the "ego" and the
"other" were presented in the novels of Saudi writer "Abdu
khal" , whithin the following novels: "almoat yamur min huna,"
"mudun ta'akul alushb," "alayam la tukhab'ea ahad," "fosooq",
"nbah", "aldeen,” "tarmy Beshrar", whith study and
analysis. The study began with the liberalization of the terms
"ego" and the "other" through their connotation linguistically
and philosophically their Correlation , and their endless
indicative breadth, then their relationship with the question of
"identity", then the relation between the "ego” and the "other" as
themes of narrative creativeness, then the Saudi ego and the
nature of its relationship with the "other." Then the study moved
on to address intellectual issues, which had a prominent role in
shaping the features inwhich the "ego" and the "other" were
presented in the seven novels, such as the cases of
"death,war,love and women". After that, the study looked at
how the "ego" and "other" were narrated within the novals,
whether obvious or implicit, based on two values: the negative
and the positive, specifically relating to human tendencies which
always aspire to a better way of life. The study addressed that,
through two elements; the "personality” and the "place"”, thus
there was the positive "ego", and the positive "other", the
negative "ego", and the negative "other", It was very notable
that these forms were all based on the negative general ego.
