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Abstract

The problem in the study: To highlight some of the difficulties faced
by small businesses and reduce its role in the development of the
Saudi economy and the difficulties addressed by this study:
lack of national employment, and reliance on expatriate labor-
absence of the regulatory framework, the private sector in general
and small enterprise sector in particular- deficiencies in the funding
of some lending Institutions.
Therefore, the objectives of the study are:
to highlight the important role that represents small businesses in

using some statistical methods.
