prudent. The study plan consists of an introduction, three chapters and conclusion. The
introduction includes: The methods of the study which is reconciliation between the
interpretations of the ayats of the Qur'an mentioned in athaar. It also includes diraya
interpretation and points related to it. By doing so, | hope to attain the honor of serving the
Quran.The chapters of the thesis:The nature of the study necessitates dividing it into three
chapters. Each chapter consists of sections, and each section is divided into three parts: Riwaya
Interpretation, Diraya Interpretation, and General Interpretation. Each section discusses topics
covered in the introduction. The titles of the chapters are:First chapter: The Attitude of the Jews
towards Islam (aya: 106 -113), second chapter: The Greatest Injustice (aya: 114 — 117), third
chapter: Clarification of the Truth (aya: 118 -123).The conclusion covers the results of the study,
the most important of which are: 1) Warning Muslims about the grudge the Jews hide against
them.
