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THE LEGAL ASPECTS OF NOEXCLUSIVE
RIGHTS OF INDUSTRIAL PROPERTY

Abstract

The idea of industrial property protection & organization emerges from the principle of social equity, which
reserves the rights of all people everywhere, and, at the same time, realizes the privilege of right protection
from the damages of aggression or misuse. Moreover, such rights may be considered as a locomotive for the

growth and prosperity of communities in various aspects of life, and, in the economical aspect in particular.

Such rights have different nature from others, in which both moral & material elements are melted within
one pot; in which they are characterized with unique features & advantages which have preference over

other rights.

Among the elements of the industrial property rights, the commercial data and geographical indications that
are matchless, and have no counterparts in certain legal provisions, especially in terms of appropriation in
usage, which converted such elements into a separate entity, in view of the special nature enjoyed by such

elements.

Both of commercial data and geographical indications have their own legal connotation, including their
requirements, terms, measures and rules for protection in its wider concept, and all of that is quoted from

local legislations and international conventions.

Such elements still acquire further local & international concern day by day, due to the parts and venerable
assignments they perform, most significant of which are represented in providing such surveillance on
products, and anti-illegal competition campaigns, and provision of legal protection to consumers from
falling victims of industrial and commercial fraud, and their being an instrument to be used as an acquainting

device of the product and its promotion among the public.

Moreover, whereas such elements are mainly concerned in genuine clarification of the truth as regards the
product or the service connected with the latter in aiming to protect all parties of the economical process,
whether are businessmen or producers or consumers from falling victims of fraud, deception or aggression.
Consequently, we may reach a general conclusion which can be summarized as follows: in view of
the extreme significance resulting from organizing and protecting the commercial data and geographical
indications, it has always been worthy of acquiring local and international concern which made it a separate

branch of the industrial property branches.
