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Abstract

The present study aimed to investigate the relationship between social support and return
to crime, the difference in the degree of support according to its difterent sources, as well as the
attempt to predict the degree of return to crime through the dimensions of social support. The
sample consisted of (73y Saudi Prisoner returns to crime, with mean age of (37.58) years ,and

The tools of the study were in the preliminary Standard deviation (7.45.
data form, and the measure of social support prepared by the researcher, has been verified the
appropriateness of the tool for the Saudi culture, and to verify its psychometric efficiency in

several ways, The results of the study showed that:

1-There was negative correlation statistically significant between the social support and the

return to crime.

2-The results of the T test revealed statistical significant difterences in the social support scores
between the source of the official social support and the source of the support from the friends,

in favor of official support.

3-There are also significant differences between the source of social support from the family and

social support from friends, in favor of support of the family.

4- while the results of the statistical analysis showed that there are no significant differences of
statistical significance between the source of official social support and social support from the

family.



5- The results of the regression analysis also revealed that the dimensions of social support have
a predictive ability to return to crime.

According to these findings, a range

of recommendations were made that could contribute to reducing the recurrence of crime,

including:

- Development of post-care programs "crisis of release” to determine the phenomenon

Recidivism to crime.

- Increase the number of professional establishments within the prisons and their diversity so
that more opportunities are available for guests to learn vocational, industrial or technical

occupations that help them become a source of income for them upon their release.

~Increase the number of qualified professionals in the field of psychology and sociology so that
the number of employees corresponds to the number of inmates, because the large number of

inmates with the low number of qualified does not give tangible results in the reform process.
