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Abstract

Submission To Allah And His Prophet In Light Of The Holy Quran And Sunnah

The research tackles submission to Allah and His prophet in view of the Holy Quran and its
effect on Muslim's life through a subjective study by collecting the verses including the word
submission and its derivatives and meaning and studying them comprehensively along with

mentioning the effect of submission on Muslim's life.

The importance of the subject lies in the following: Firstly, The Holy Quran tackled
submission to Allah and His prophet and cared about submission beaches Muslim's life can't
be perfect without submission to Allah and His prophet and following His orders and
avoiding His prohibitions. Secondly, non-submission makes Muslim confused and that
objection does not make difference. Thirdly, submission to Allah and His prophet is the way

to Allah's pleasure.

The research consists of an introduction, preamble, four chapters, conclusion, and indexes.

The introduction included the importance of the subject and reasons for selecting it as well
as the research methodology. The preamble included that the base of monotheism on
submission and that the call of all prophets were to submission to Allah. Chapter one
included the definition of submission and meanings of submission in the Holy Quran and
Sunna. Chapter two included the reality of submission and its relation to faith and its
consequences in this life and hereafter. Chapter three included that the prophets' method
was call to submission besides mentioning examples of their submission to Allah as well as
examples of good people. Chapter four included the risk of objection to texts of the Holy
Quran or Sunna and the objectors methods.
