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Abstract

This study deals with the British-Italian Competition on the southwestern
Arabian Peninsula (1312-1352 / 1895-1934). Despite the large number of works
that dealt with the southwest of the Arabian Peninsula, according to the
researcher's knowledge there are no independent academic studies dealing
with this subject in all its aspects, All that | have seen most of them are either
dealt with in earlier or later periods of the present study, or focus only on the
British presence in the region, or on international competition in general in the
Red Sea and East Africa.

The study begins with the preparation of the conditions of the southwest
of the Arabian Peninsula before the presence of the British Italian, where we
explained the strategic importance of the region and dealt with the rulers of
Yemen and the Almekhlaf Alsulaimani, and we explained how the Ottoman
control of southern Arabia. The first chapter dealt with the British-Italian rivalry
in East Africa, with a description of the motives of colonialism and British-Italian
operations in East Africa, as well as the Anglo-Italian rapprochement after the
opening of the Suez Canal. In the second chapter we talked about the British
presence in the southwest of the Arabian Peninsula where we discussed the
beginning of British activity and the occupation of Aden followed by the British-
Ottoman conflict in southern Yemen, as well as British relations with the Imam.
The chapter ended with British relations with Mr. Mohamed Ali Idrissi. The
third chapter was about the Italian presence in the southwest of the Arabian
Peninsula, which collided with the Ottomans. The study examined Italian
relations with Muhammad Ali Idrissi and Italian relations with Imam Yahya in
Yemen.
