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Abstract

All praise be to Allah, and peace and blessings of Allah be upon His
Messenger.

Scholars have been interested in the Glorious Quran pondering over
its verses and inferring legal rules from them. This has led to the
emergence of the science of (the jurisprudential interpretation of the verses
on rulings) which started during the Prophet’s time (PBUH) when he used
to explain the jurisprudential rulings to his companions. Then his
companions, and the righteous predecessors afterwards, took care of this
science to the extent that they singled out the verses on rulings for
classification. Some of their inferences of rulings were scattered in their
jurisprudential books, among which is the book of (Al-Majmoue) by Imam
Al-Nawawi which contains many verses on rulings.

This thesis is part of the project of verses on rulings from the book
(Al-Majmou by Al- Nawawi — may Allah have mercy on him — a
compilation and study endeavor. I have taken care to deduce the verses on
rulings that exist in surat (chapter) Al-Maedah (The Table), from verse (90)
to the end of chapter of (Al-Anaam-The Cattle). The thesis is divided into
an Introduction, three Topics and a Conclusion. As for Topic One, it
introduces the verses on rulings, the science of the jurisprudential
interpretation of the Quran and its origin as well the books written on it. In
Topic Two, I gave an introduction on Imam Al-Nawawi and his (Al-
Majmoue), while Topic Three included the verses on rulings in Chapter Al-
Maedah, from verse (90) to the end of chapter Al-Anaam, with making a
comparative jurisprudential study of the rulings among the four schools of



jurisprudence. The number of questions deduced from them is 30
questions.

I have come to a conclusion that understanding the verses on rulings
is very important and has a close relation to the development of the
inferential and jurisprudential faculty of the researcher on it, for it trains
him/her on understanding the texts, deducing the rulings from them, and,
consequently, he/she can deal with the new developments and momentous
events, finding legal rules for them. Besides, Al-Nawawi’s (Al-Majmoue)
is not only considered a book on the Shafei School of jurisprudence, it is
also a comprehensive book on the concept of the jurisprudential
understanding of the differences and on several kinds as well. It also
indicates that the Islamic Sharia (Law) has cared about all the minute
details of the Muslim’s life, even the ones concerning food, which clearly
shows that it 1s suitable for all times and all places, in addition to indicating
that one of the most important causes of disagreement on the
jurisprudential rulings is the seemingconflict between Quranic verses and
the hadiths (the Prophet’s tradition).

Among the most important recommendations of this study are as
follows:

To take care of the subject of understanding the verses on rulings and
single it out for a separate classification; to take care of Al-Nawawi’s
books in general, as his style is distinguishedby its strength and flexibility
and, therefore, can be understood by the specialist and the layman,
specially his book Al-Majmoue; to link the legal ruling, when it first
appears, to the Quranic verse from which it is deduced when giving
verdicts (fatwa) and teaching ...etc. in order to instill in the hearts the
importance of the Quran and the necessity to refer to it for guidance in all
the life’s affairs.
