Abstract

The title of this research is: Sheikh Muhammad Abu Zahra and his
Jurisprudential Methodology. The main purpose of this study is to
understand the character of Abu Zahra (1974) as a jurist. In addition, the
study will reveal Abu Zahra's jurisprudential methodology through
extracting and analyzing his work in his books. This study consists of
two main parts: First, an overview of Abu Zahra’s early life through his
adulthood including his studies and his career as an author and a teacher
of Islamic Jurisprudence, as well as the main events that took place at the
time and the effects it had on his personality. The second part is about
his jurisprudential methodology through four main areas: Jurisprudential
reasoning, his efforts on different divisions of Islamic Jurisprudence, his
jurisprudential choices in different jurisprudential areas, and his studies
of the main jurisprudential schools in Islam. This study reveals that Abu
Zahara’s methodology is based on realism, applicability, and context of
text studied from Quran and Sunna. The study reveals the independence
and confidence of Abu Zahra as a jurist; that he does not hesitate to
differ from any of the four main Islamic schools of jurisprudence. The
study reveals Abu Zahra openness on all schools of thought. As a result
of this study, some recommendations are offered, namely: The
importance of studying Islamic Scholars and their jurisprudential
methodology who are unique or pioneers in a certain part of Islamic
Jurisprudence, and the importance of the interaction in the studying and

practice between Islamic jurisprudence and laws applied in society.
