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SOCIAL AND INTELLECTUAL MOVEMENTS AND THEIR

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Abstract

During the Abbasid rule, many social movements took place in various parts
of the country, especially in Iraq, and these movements were based on the support
of the class by elements of society, which gathered resentment from the situation of
poverty and destitution, and when these movements found the appropriate
opportunity to emerge, it appeared at a difficult time for the Abbasid state, which
increased its problems, and from these movements, which carried a social character:
the movement of Al-zat and Al-Zanj as well as Al-Qaramatah and other

movements.

And the emergence of these movements causes a large state of chaos, the
situation worsened in various aspects and had a very serious reflection on the
political situation, economic and social, and it occupied the Abbasid state in its
home, making the opponents of them show rebellion and disobedience in a number

of regions.

There was a lot movements in lraq, which carried the intellectual and
religious aspect, and all these movements and teams seek to strengthen their
influence in the state and society, and these doctrines and intellectual currents
played the most prominent role in the political, social and scientific in that period,
and were competing with each other and trying to support the Authority and to
control and support the dissemination of ideas and beliefs, and each of them sought
to support their doctrine and thought, whether on the political, social or scientific

fields, which became the arena for conflict between them.

These movements and sedition have brought about changes and great
effects on the Abbasid state and its power and the influence of its successors and
conflicts and occupied a large part of its events and movements to suppress these

movements.
