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This Thesis addresses the questions mentioned by Imam lIbn Juzzi in his
interpretation, and his answers to them. It adopts a clear approach in showing the
guestion, and mentions analogues of the verse in this regard, with a statement of
other interpreters' answers.

The aim of the study is to highlight Ibn Jazzi's questions, clarify their
ambiguity, if any, compare them with the answers of other interpreters, and
reconcile or weighing them, in case of disagreement.

The researcher begins with an interface in which he explained the era of Ibn
Juzzi politically, economically, socially, religiously and scientifically. It also
includes his personal and scientific biography, a study of his interpretation and
methodology, and then concludes the definitions of questions, their provisions,
status, benefits, types, and the methodology of Ibn Juzzi in making and answering
them.

The Thesis sheds the light on the position of 1bn Juzzi, his knowledge, and
broadness of his acquaintance , and his ability to highlight the information and
benefit and humor, in a brief concise style, as well as his ability to solve problems
in the clearest terms.

The study concludes that the interpreters' attention to the questions, as a
distinct method in solving problems and eliminating the illusions. In addition, it
contributes with a prominent role in the excitement of the reader, and eliminating
of boredom.
