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Abstract: This study investigated "the Penalty of exile and dimensions in
Egypt, Syria and the Hijaz during the Mamluk era" (648-923 AH / 1250-1517 AD).
Essentially, the Mamluks trace their origins to Central Asia. They were kidnapped as
they were young from their relatives and then sold in the slave market. They could
have also been captured through wars.

The Ayyubids exploited them and employed them as their guardians. As such,
their latter state emerged from the womb of the Ayyubid state and built on its ruins.
They seized power in Egypt and took Cairo as their capital. The Mamluks were divided
into two groups, the first gro--up was known as the marine Mamluks, and the second
section was known as the Burj Mamluks.

The Mamluks attempted to legitimize their rule by restoring the Abbasid
Caliphate and assuming the responsibility of the two sanctuaries after they extended
their influence to the Levant and the Hijaz, and their era witnessed an escalation as
well as the extensive use of force and violence to reach the rule or major positions in
the state.

The beginning of that was the murder of the last Kings of Bani Ayoub at their
hands in a rather terrific way. The Mamelukes' obsession with reaching power
continued, so they used all possible means to achieve their goals. Given that these
Mamluks lacked belonging to a homeland or family, the treason, plots and coups



increased notably during their period of rule. As soon as one of them ascended to
power, another kills him to take his place, and power and weapons were the main
means of change pursuant to the prevailing saying at the time, "judgment is for the
one who is victorious .

Then came the idea of “Khula” and issuing the "penalty of exile", a punishment
that was known to nations in ancient times; it was applied in Islamic times in the
toughest of limits and for whom the offense required punishment in it. As for the
Mamluk era, it was applied for positive reasons and in many cases its application was
dependent on personal whims, and that punishment affected the deposed Sultan,
whether small or large. This affected his family, his family and his followers.

As such, that he or any of his affiliates will not be able to return and compete
for the throne. It is worth noting that this punishment was applied to some state
officials such as ministers, attic, provincial representatives and those whose crime
required them to be punished. That was not excluded from that until the Abbasid
caliphs in addition to the slave and the neighborhood.

This punishment is the methods of arresting the exiles and determining the
employees based on that, and choosing the time and manner of their exit and the
difference in their expenses, and some cities were chosen to be the place for whom
this punishment was issued, such as Alexandria, Damietta and Jerusalem Q.
Damascus, Makkah, Madinah, and Jeddah, as well as some forts such as Karak and al-
Muragib along with some cities outside the borders of the Mamluk state, such as
Constantinople, Cyprus and India .

The exiles suffered from this punishment very hard. In addition to being
sentenced to move away from the homeland and the family, this punishment was
accompanied in many Sometimes imprisonment - before reaching the country of exile
and after reaching it - and confiscations, torture and insults, and then culminating in
the killing of the exiled in various ways in the country of exile in most cases.

The punishment ends only with the death of the person who issued it or the
person against whom it was issued in some cases, and in the narrowest range. The
exile was pardoned to his country after he was stripped of his work and sentenced to
stay in his home until God is met, and intercession played a prominent role in ending
the exile punishment and in other cases in stopping the implementation of it after its
issuance.

This punishment had positive effects on political exile, sometimes returning to
the Sultanate and ruling And other negative ones in most cases, as this punishment
has affected the family and women by losing the head of the family and sometimes
dying away from them, in addition to the prominent effects on the religious and
economic aspects.
